FREEDOM General Terms of Business

Automatic Repo Program on D-Accounts

Overview

Client accounts are eligible to receive credit interest on long settled cash balances in their brokerage
accounts.

Interest paid to clients based upon rates available in the interbank market through the conduct of
transactions with Repo transactions.

This program is called Auto Repo Program on D-Accounts.
The mechanics behind this program involve the Repo transactions with different settlement dates on
special D-Accounts. The difference in value between these dates will be the interest earned.

How to Apply to the Program

To participate in the Program, the Client must open a special brokerage D-Account and transfer funds
there. By opening the corresponding D-Account and transferring money there, Client agrees with
current Appendix.

How to Open and Fund D-Account

To open D-Account Client must send the instruction “Additional account” in Member Area of the
Platform and choose from the available types of accounts “Saving D-Account”. You can top up your D-
Account with any available method — by card, wire transfer or transfer within the company between
existing accounts.

How is the Balance Paid

Interest accrues and is payable daily and only on the balance in USD and EUR. If the Client's funds are
in another currency, he can convert the other currency into USD or EUR through the Trading System.
Every business day the Company will place the Clients funds from D-Accounts in Repo transaction.
During the Repo transaction, securities will be sold to the Client through the Company on the
transaction date, and securities will be repurchased at a different price on the maturity date. Prices will
appear in the brokerage report after execution.

The number of underlying Financial Instruments provided and transferred to the Client Account in
exchange for topping up his D-Account within the Repo transaction will be rounded upwards.

The difference between the prices will be the interest, as follows:
e Equal to the daily SOFR* on the balance in USD, the interest accrued daily at the floating
interest rate based on the SOFR, and

e Equal to the Euribor 1 week® on the balance in EUR, the interest accrued daily at the floating
interest rate based on Euribor 1 week.

* Euribor 1 week - is a Euro Interbank Offered Rate, which is a euro money market benchmark
calculated for one-week maturities, published by The European Money Markets Institute on the given

The Company reserves the right to unilaterally modify the interest rate at its sole discretion. The
minimum amount of accrued interest shall not be less than $0.01 (one cent). In the event that the
calculated interest is below this threshold, no daily accrual shall be performed.

Furthermore, should the D-account be funded with currencies other than Euro or United States Dollar,
the Company shall not enter into any repurchase (repo) transactions.

What does Repo transaction mean?

A repo transaction is a sale of securities to the client, with the condition that the securities will be
bought back from the client on the maturity date. On the day of execution of the transaction (on the
opening day, securities are bought against US dollars or Euros), the second transaction on the
settlement day T + 1 (on the settlement day, securities are sold against US dollars or Euros). The income
from the second transaction is transferred to the D-Account. Transactions are automatically reviewed
every day until the funds are withdrawn from the D-Account to the trading account. Full information
on repo transactions is available in the brokerage report. Securities acquired as a result of the repo
transaction cannot be sold or alienated by the Client in any other way to a third party.

Restrictions on D-Accounts

Trading is prohibited on the D-Account. The withdrawal of the cash balance is not limited and can be
carried out at any time in the amount of the planned balance. No need to wait for the Repo close to
withdraw money.
